Mr. Trujillo is seeking support from the Beautification Committee and the Supervisor’s Office. Both plaques would be placed outdoors, funded entirely through private donations.

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   218 calls for service reported.      FBI - reportable crimes included four assaults (primarily domestic violence - related)  and one theft.      One mail theft call received in December; New Year’s period was quiet.      Residents were advised to report mail theft and homeless encampments directly to  the Sheriff’s Department rather than relying on social media.      The Perris Station Outreach Team is available to address homeless encampments.      Dumped mail should be reported to the Sheriff’s Department for proper handling.  
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   Hazard Reduction Division is actively addressing weed abatement, especially  following recent rainfall.      Complaints can be submitted online for parcels affecting structures or roadways  within 100 feet.      Annual inspections begin in April; complaint - based inspections continue year - round.      AB 38 fire inspections are required for homes in high and very high fire hazard  severity zones prior to escrow completion.      Residents with questions about defensible space or fire safety were encouraged to  contact the Fire Marshal’s Office.      Blue hydrant reflectors should be reported to Facilities.  
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   Focus on after - hours code enforcement and homeless encampments.      The Juniper Flats encampment is under review following legal protocols and  coordination with law enforcement and outreach teams.      From November 6 to January 15:   o   28 new cases opened (including zoning, construction without permits, and  rubbish cases).   o   57 cases closed; 285 total active cases in Nuevo.      Mobile vending enforcement continues; 52 citations issued in  November/December.      County is working toward identifying permitted, safe locations for vendors and will  release an updated map upon approval.  
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   Minimal activity over the holidays.      Notable incidents included a small fire, a potential hazmat issue at a Riverside  middle school, a gas leak in San Jacinto, and an unscheduled plane landing in  Temecula.  
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   MCP widening project is progressing; trailer relocation expected this month.      Construction is anticipated to begin in March, pending final permits.      Project details: approximately two years in duration, $107 million cost, including a  2,000 - foot bridge.      Outreach will be conducted regarding traffic impacts near schools.      Transportation hotline: 951 - 955 - 6899.      SR - 74 construction is a Caltrans project; Caltrans will be invited to a future meeting.      A stop sign at Nuevo/Montgomery was reviewed; accident data does not currently  justify installation, though updated data will be reviewed.      Street signage updates are underway.  
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   December statistics: 35 calls, 87 responses, 4 citations, 17 impounds.      Vaccine appointments available Tuesday – Friday; spay/neuter services expanding.      Adoption and return - to - owner fees remain waived.      Follow - up requested regarding reports of roaming dogs killing livestock.  
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   No new activity on the Stoneridge development.      MAC requested a Stoneridge representative attend a future meeting.      A General Plan Amendment workshop is scheduled for February 4 to consider  streamlining the process.      County is developing a permitting framework for food trucks on private property.      Clarification requested regarding previously stated deadlines for Stoneridge;  conflicting information noted.  
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   Beautification Committee selected two slogans for public voting (likely via online  survey).      Entry monuments and wayfinding signage remain under consideration.      Community feedback emphasized maintaining Nuevo’s character and increasing  participation.  
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   Senator Cervantes appointed Chair of the Senate Appropriations Committee.      Office available to assist with state agency matters.      Request made for Senator Cervantes to attend a MAC meeting.      Food distribution efforts have delivered 22,000 pounds of food; Nuevo distributions  occur the first Wednesday of each month.      Updates provided on District 5 programs, including housing rehabilitation, pet  fostering, youth employment, fire career development, music education programs,  technology assistance for seniors, and the District 5 mobile app.      Illegal dumping on Reservoir Road was reported and will be addressed.
